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How To ldentify Ash Trees

Texas Is home to at least six (6) native species of ash:

A Green ash A Texas ash
A White ash A Water ash
A Carolina ash ABerlandier or Mexican ash

AArizona ash (not native; often planted in Central and West Texas)

Consider these quick points when identifying ash trees:

A Opposite Branching (with stout
A Compound L e-alv ea$letswistaly 557)

A Single Samara (winged seed)

A Pronounced Diamond Pattern Bark
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(For the EAB survey, ash trees do not need to be identified to species)
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Alternate

Ash has opposite (=)
leaves and branches
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Ash samara (cluster of winged seeds)
